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Outstanding Resources Awards

Do you have a good OM case study? A presentation on OM? An article, paper or manual relevant to OM? If you have resources such as these then we invite you to enter our competition.
From now until September 2009, the OMLC is on the hunt for outstanding resources on OM in order to refresh and rebuild our resource library. 
We are offering 10 prizes for top resources under five categories. For each category a top prize of £750 and a runner-up prize of £250 will be presented to the individuals/teams/organisations who submit the most interesting and relevant resources. 
All you have to do to enter is 

1) format your resource using our style templates and 

2) upload it to the OMLC resource library, under the theme – OM Resources: competition entry and the type corresponding to appropriate category.

NB. The resources submitted don’t need to be new, you may have developed them in the past and uploaded them to the community a long time ago; this is fine but you will still need to reformat with the templates. You are free to submit as many resources as you like, as long as they fulfil the criteria below.
Once all entries have been submitted, an independent panel of judges comprised of OM and communications experts will compile a short list for each category. The short listed resources will be presented to the community and members will then be able to vote for their favourite resource. The resources in each category with the most votes at the end of the voting period will be awarded with the prizes.
1. Categories and templates
1. Case study

A narrative summary of a particular application of Outcome Mapping detailing the experiences and lessons learned by the project team and partners.

2. Presentation

A PowerPoint presentation for the purpose of communicating or training OM.

3. Article, paper, guideline document, manual

A written output exploring an innovation around OM or furthering the understanding of Outcome Mapping. Could also be a practical document instructing others in a useful technique or process.

4. Workshop report

A narrative summary of either an OM planning workshop or a training workshop, with particular focus on the methods used to engage members in the learning process.

5. OM Process documentation 
Could either be a framework developed during the OM process or the custom monitoring instruments or tools developed to aid the process. Must be accompanied with a short explanatory document.

2. Criteria
The submitted resource must 

1) fall within one of the five categories

2) follow the template style for the appropriate category

3) be authored or co-authored by the submitting individual/team/organisation

4) be uploaded to the outcomemapping.ca resource library under the appropriate categories (the Theme must be OM Resources: competition entry and the type is the chosen category)
5) if shortlisted, the submitter will present the resource to the community via the email list during voting period
